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THE INTERVIEWS








Length: 300-400 words or so, typed, double-spaced.  Each is worth up to 40 points plus 5 miscellaneous points for an “additional effort interview.”





Interview #1 due Monday, April 26; Interview #2 due Friday, May 28.  These dates put them in between the mini-research paper due dates, so that they will not compete for your time.





To include modern immigrants, we will use the interview technique.  Lots of immigrants live in Spokane, so finding two to interview should be easy.  Many attend S.C.C.; in fact, many are in this class, but also consider looking around the community--call a few nursing homes for immigrants nearer the age of many in Part I of American Mosaic. 





RULES: One interview can be with an immigrant from your own ethnic background (but not your immediate family).  The other interview on any other ethnicity.  No limit on age, or length of time in America.  But the person interviewed must be an immigrant.





An additional five extra points for an interview that took additional effort--visiting a nursing home,  spending time searching for a person who might benefit from the interview as much as you.  Make a good effort and a good case for the additional five points, and they're yours.








OPTION 1





You could follow American Mosaic’s example.   In the interview, ask the three questions:  Why did they come to America;  How  did they come?  What did they find when they got here?  


This would give your written account the flavor of those in American Mosaic  except you would write from your, the interviewer's, point of view rather than first person.  You would, however, quote your subject when appropriate.

OPTION 2





Another format might be an interview where you ask the person what the two or three greatest surprises were either initially upon arriving in America or after having been here for many years.  These could be pleasant or disappointing surprises.
