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Veil-Plagiarism-Humiliation TV In-class Writing Experience #1

Please write a short essay to one of the following prompts in the time given.  Please turn in all work at the end of the hour. 

 Veil
1. According to Haydar, wearing a hijab (wearing a head scarf and body cloak in public) minimizes harassment from some members of the opposite sex, encourages others to like a woman for who she is “beyond [her] body,” reduces the “weirdness that normally clouds boy-girl interactions,” and creates a more intimate relationship between a wife and a husband (184-186). 
Consider that men could enjoy the same benefits.  In a short essay, argue for or against the following proposition:
In countries where women are expected to wear veils and body cloaks in public, men should also be expected to wear the equivalent when in public, so that they, too, can enjoy the benefits Haydar describes.
2. Recently France banned all religion-specific attire in its public schools, including Muslim head scarves and body cloaks.  In a short essay, argue either for or against this decision.  Please be specific when presenting your reasons.
