CREATING A CATCHPHRASE

35-44. Please read the following paragraph and then complete the three steps below.


One of the most common jobs in nursing is dispensing medications to patients.  Obviously, there is great potential danger of giving a patient the wrong drug and/or the wrong dose of a drug.  To ensure accuracy, nurses use the following five-step procedure:  The first step is to verify that you are giving the proper medication.  If you are uncertain of the prescription, ask the doctor for clarification before administering the drug.  Second, double-check the dose you are about to administer by checking the prescription twice.  Third, check the patient’s wristband twice to be sure you are giving the medication to the correct patient.  If possible, ask the patient his/her name to be sure it matches the chart and the wristband.  Fourth, if appropriate, remain present while the patient takes the medication.  Fifth, accurately record the event, including time, drug, and dosage.
