4.  Give two examples of supernatural elements in Beowulf.  Why would this narrative have supernatural elements?

5.  Who is Wiglaf?  What part does he play in the narrative?

Dante’s Inferno

6.  Name one category of people whose souls dwell in Limbo (The First Circle).  Why would Dante, a Christian author, need to create a Limbo for them?

7.  At the beginning of the Second Circle, each sinner confesses his or her sins to Minos.  What does the number of wraps on Minos’s tail indicate?

8.  How many heads does Lucifer (Dis, Satan) have?  Name one of the historical figures being chewed in one of Lucifer’s mouths.

9.  In Chaucer’s General Prologue to The Canterbury Tales, what pilgrimage are the participants making?  In other words, why is this group of characters together and where are they going?
