3.  What key promise does Don Quixote make to Sancho Panza that convinces Sancho to be his (Quixote’s) squire?  In other words, what reward does Quixote say Panza might receive if he accompanies him?

4. How is Don Quixote tricked into returning to his village and giving up knighthood for a year?

5.  In Act I of Othello, what key warning does Brabanzio (Desdemona’s father) give Othello after he (Brabanzio) discovers that Desdemona secretly married Othello?

6.  Iago convinces Othello that the more Desdemona pleads with Othello to restore Cassio's lieutenancy, the more she proves what?

7.  What is the significance of the handkerchief?
